
Cabernet Sauvignon
Dark fruit flavors, vanilla and 
savory tastes such as black  

pepper and currants.

Pinot Noir
Light and fresh with fruit  

and rose aromas.

Syrah
Full-bodied with dark fruit  

flavors and peppery accents.

Merlot
Fruity, sweeter taste and  

a soft finish.
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Chardonnay
Often velvety and tastes of rich  

citrus with a hint of buttery vanilla, 
toast or toffee flavors.

Riesling
Flowery, perfume-like taste  

with orchard fruit flavors such as  
nectarine, apricot and pear.

Pinot Grigio
A crisp texture with a good bine.  
Contains aromatic, fruity flavors.

Sauvignon Blanc
Normally presents an herbal taste  
of bell pepper and/or sour green  

fruits to tropical fruit flavors.

Semillon
Fig-like taste, with strong accents 

of berry flavors.
